The meeting was held at the Graham County Community Building located at 196 Knight Street, Robbinsville, NC 28771
Present: Chairman Wiggins, Vice-chairman Robin Turner, Billy Brown, Rick Davis, Patricia Cable, Meredith Jenkins
Absent: Valerie Frapp
Chairman Wiggins called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.
Chairman Wiggins asked for a motion to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing for the 2022/2023 Graham County Travel and Tourism Budget. Rick Davis made a motion to do so. Robin Turner seconded the motion. Vote unanimous
Chairman Wiggins stated that he had received three additional requests to bring before the Board:
1) Meredith Jenkins has requested an increase in funding for the fireworks at Fontana Village Resort. Chairman Wiggins explained that this request was covered in the fireworks line item in the budget.
2) The Old Mother Church building committee has requested $5,000 to help with the restoration of the church. Chairman Wiggins suggested that if they did not obtain their non-profit status that Travel & Tourism could pay invoices up to $5,000. After discussion, the Board agreed to add this request to the budget.
3) Stecoah Valley Center has requested $5,000 in additional funds. Rick Davis spoke to the need for the increase and urged the Board to fund the request. Patricia Cable also spoke in support of this request. Robin Turner stated that he is concerned about the location of the visitor information at the Center. He explained that the visitor center is located at one entrance and most visitors enter through the gallery entrance and don’t see the visitor information. Mr Turner also stated that there is a question of whether the money is to help them be a Visitor Center or just to help Stecoah Valley Center operate.  After discussion, the Board agreed to the $5,000 Stecoah Valley Center request.
There were no public comments
 Chairman Wiggins asked for a motion to go out of public hearing and back into regular meeting. Rick Davis made a motion to go out of public hearing and into regular meeting. Robin Turner seconded the motion. Vote unanimous

Billy Brown made a motion to adopt the Graham County Travel and Tourism 2022/2023 Budget with the changes made today. Robin Turner seconded the motion. Vote unanimous. 
 Ms. Garland presented the Board with a budget amendment to last year’s (2021/2022) budget. Budget Amendment #2 in the amount of $200 to cover overage in professional fees. Rick Davis made a motion to approve the amendment. Billy Brown seconded the motion. Vote unanimous
